SAFETY TIPS: 

 Gather supplies for your home in case you’re unable to leave for several days. 
 Limit prolonged exposure to cold or wet weather. 
 Monitor current conditions and warnings for power outages or flooding in your area.  
 Pack a go-bag and blanket for your vehicle. 
 Stay Informed! (AC Alert, Nixle)
